Challenges are evident all 

around us. Bullet holes still riddle  

buildings, roads are in disrepair, a  

generation of people languish without 

education, and others are maimed and 

traumatized in the aftermath of the 

conflict. Uncertainties in neighboring 

C¹te dõIvoire and Guinea make the  

population uneasyñparticularly in     

communities such as Fassavolu, which are 

close to the border.  
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It is because of your partnership 

with families like the Jallahs, the Gorlais, the Kollies, 

and the Ndorlehs that they can look forward to a 

warm, wind and rain-proof house. As Rebuild Africa 

has worked intensely with these families. Weõve 

been able to help them locate a new source of 

sand, and also to bring  contractors up from the 

capital to help increase brick manufacture, so the 

families and can also conduct the necessary 

maintenance of their subsistence farms. 
 

Morlay Kollie says, òI feel happy working   

because I know at the end of the day I will have a 

house to live in.ó He also points towards another 

importantñperhaps the most importantñ

intervention that an organization can have for  

indigenous long-term change in a society. òWhen I 

shall have gotten good place to sleep, I would really 

                                Hope grows tangible!
